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2.6 Install Direction 

  Cabinet Assembly of ATV SLAM STD  

Step 1: Remove the 4 screws fixing the steering assembly, move it to the outside, and then fix it to 
the screw hole on the outside with four screws. 

  

Step 2: Fix the console cover on the frame with 8 
screws. 

 

Step 3: Remove the cover plate from the 
handle assembly and put it on the steering 
assembly. 

 
 

Step 4: Remove the button assembly, control panel 
and support plate on the handle assembly, and fix 
the handle assembly on the steering assembly (be 
careful with the wire). 

 

Step 5: Fix the cover plate on the handle 
assembly with 4 screws. 
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Step 6: Connect the throttle wire, fix the support 
plate on the handle assembly with 2 screws. 

 

Step 7: Fix the control panel on the handle 
assembly with 4 screws. 

 

Step 8: Connect the wires of button assembly, 
brake and boost button. 

 

Step 9: Fix the button assembly the handle 
assembly with 3 screws. 

 

Step 10: Fix the vibration assembly on the seat with 
4 screws. 

 

 

Step 11: Connect the wires between the seat and the base assembly. 
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Step 12: Fix the seat on the base assembly with 6 
screws. 

 

Step 13: Fix the base assembly on the monitor 
frame with 4 screws. 

 

Step 14: Connect the wires between the monitor 
frame assembly and the base assembly. 

 
 

Step 15: Fix the Foot pedal on the base 
assembly with 4 screws.

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4.1.2 GAME CONTENT

Bikes 

There are a total of 5 bikes with 5 characters. Each bike will have 4 main colors – Red, Orange, Green and Blue. 

Colors are selected according to player’s cabinets. 5 Characters: 
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5 Bikes: 

Bike abilities can be upgrade base on scores. And Bike appearance will change upon progress. 
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How to Level Up Bikes? 

• Points will be given to level up the selected bike in the beginning of the game and after continue. 

• Level Up options: Speed, Accelerator, Handling, Boost and Trick. 

 

How to gain Points? 

• Points will be given according to items got, tricks done and cars taken down during the race. 

• Player can level up different abilities of the bike with gained points after each race. 

• Points will be shown after the race in Continue Page. 

Game Modes 

• Quick Race (Single-play) 

Player can have his own racing game without joining with other cabinets. 

 

• Championship Mode (Single-play) 

Championship Mode is for expert players where it has included 3 selected tracks (Iceland, Docks & 

Downpour), 1 lap each. Players are required to complete the race in the top 3 in-order to continue 

to the next race. The AI in this level is much harder than any other levels. 

 

• Multi-play 

Up to 4 players can be linked within the same location for the same race. If Instant Rematch is ON 

in the cabinet, players will be asked to challenge again at once, race again with the same TRACK 

and CAR. Whether Instant Rematch is On/Off can be adjusted in Operator Menu:  

 Operator Menu >Game Settings>Instant Rematch>On/Off 
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4.2 Game Flow 

4.2.1 Front-End MENU 

Scene 1: Insert Coin Page 

Insert coin page will be appeared to ask player to insert coins and start the game. 

Logo Slogan “RIDE HARD & GET DIRTY” can be switched [ON/OFF] in [Operator MENU]. 

 

Logos of SEGA, 3MindWave & Unreal Engine and Race Ranking will be appeared shortly in random. 
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Game Trailer will be played in random in Insert Coin page. 

 

 

Scene 2: Insert Coin Page 
After insert coins, word [STARTING GAME] will be displayed. The game will start soon. 
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Scene 3: Awaiting Players (only in Multi-play mode) 
A scene of awaiting players (maximum of 4 players for one race) will be shown. Cabinets will be connected 

automatically in the same location if other player(s) join the race during the time. 

 
*Press and hold [Left] + [Right] to enter Single Play mode. 

 

Scene 4: Select Track 

In the Track Selection screen, there are a total of 10 tracks. 

Tracks are divided into three difficulty levels: Normal, Hard and Professional, allowing players to challenge 

different difficulty levels. 

  

*Press [Left] or [Right] to select different tracks; Press [START/BOOST] to confirm. 
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Scene 5: Select Bike 

In the Bike Selection screen, there are a total of 5 bikes with 5 characters (3 boys and 2 girls). Each bike can be 

unlocked twice by level up. 

• Points will be given to level up the selected bike in the beginning of the game and after continue. 

• Level Up options: Speed, Accelerator, Handling, Boost and Trick 

1: Speed (The maximum speed in the general case) 

2: Acceleration (speed of accelerate and overcome the rugged track) 

3: Steering (there will be some advantage in inflated road) 

4: Boost (that can influence the thunderous value, the value of thunderous acceleration forces) 

5: Trick (tricks can gain scores) 

 
*Press [Left] or [Right] to select different tracks; Press [START/BOOST] to confirm. 
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Scene 6: Awaiting Players/Waiting Lobby 

In a multi-play race, after selecting tracks and bikes, there will be an awaiting screen showing the data of each 

joined player. It will show: 

-Bikes & Characters selected  

-Players’ live camera display (if live camera is set to be ON) 

  

In a single-play race, after selecting tracks and bikes, it will enter waiting lobby. Race is about to start soon. 
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Scene 7: Loading Screen 

Learning Tips will be shown in loading screen. 
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Scene 8: In-Game HUD 

Game START 

Race starts at once right after the loading is finished. 
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UI Screen 

During the race, data of the race will be displayed around the screen.

4.2.3 Back-End MENU 

Scene 10: Race Ranking   

After the race is finished, Ranking of all players will be shown (display of player’s face with Live Camera).
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Scene 11: Instant Rematch 

If Instant Rematch is ON in the cabinet, players will be asked to challenge again at once, race again with the 

same TRACK and CAR. 

Whether Instant Rematch is On/Off can be adjusted in Operator Menu:  

          Operator Menu >Game Settings>Instant Rematch>On/Off

 

Scene 12: Name Entry   

If player’s record is high enough to enter the best 20 in all-time records of the cabinet, player will be asked to 

enter the name (a maximum of three letters). 
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Scene 13: Race Ranking 

In Race Racing, it will show the best 20 all-time records of the cabinet in the same race. If player’s record is high 

enough to enter the best 20, the player’s name will be in this ranking list.  

 

Scene 14: Continue 

Player will be invited to continue the game in order to get the points for upgrading the bike. Player will receive 

points according to the final score gained in the race. Below example has got 2 Points: 

 

Points can be used to level up the selected bike by Speed, Accelerator, Handling, Boost and Trick. 
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Scene 15: After Continue – Upgrade Bike 

If player continues with the game, it will go to Upgrade ATV screen. Gained Points can be used to level up the 

bike. Player will go to track selection and awaiting player screens. A new race will start after that. 

 

Scene 16: Game Over 

If player does not continue the game within the time limit, game is over. Game will be back to Insert Coin Page. 
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4.3 USB Drive Patching 

4.3.1 USB Patching Steps: 

1. Copy the game build into a USB under directory named [ATVUpdate] (e.g. U:\ATVUpdate\). 
 

2. Boot/re-boot  the ATV machine. 
 

3. Please insert the USB Drive into the ATV machine. 
 

4. The game launcher will start automatically and install the patch from USB drive. 
 

5. After USB patching is completed, please remove the USB drive from ATV machine. 

 

4.3.2 Cases of USB Drive Patching 

Case 1 – Start with No Update 

Under the below screen, no update is required. Game will start after count down.

 

Case 2 – Start with Update  

Under the below screen, update is required. The loading bar will show the update progress status. 
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When the loading bar reaches 100% (in green), update is completed. Game will start after count down. 

 

Case 3 – Start with Failed Update  

Under the below screen, update is required. The loading bar will show the update progress status. 

 

Failure of update will be shown in program code column. Game will start without update after count down.
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4.4 Operator MENU 

Arcade Operator 

1. Under the game Title Screen, press the [Menu] key of the coin control box to enter the [Arcade Operator], 

the main arcade operator menu is shown as below. 

 

2. In the main menu screen, use the [LEFT] and [RIGHT] arrow buttons to select a menu item, press the 

[START/BOOST] button to enter the sub-menu list.  

3. Use the [LEFT] and [RIGHT] arrow buttons to select the preference of the selected sub-menu item. Select 

[Back] at the bottom of the sub-menu list to go back to main menu screen. 

 

4. Setup is saved automatically. 

5. To exit the arcade operator user interface, press the [MENU] button. It will go back to the game title screen 

with new settings.
